MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

THE DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS MEDICAL CENTER, Cincinnati Ohio,

AND THE CINCINNATI FOUNDATION FOR BIOMEDICAL RESEARCH AND EDUCATION

(Reimbursement of the VAMC for Research Service Costs)

MOU date July 12, 2006 
1.  The Cincinnati Foundation for Biomedical Research and Education (identified within this document as CFBRE) is a nonprofit VA Research corporation established by Congressional mandate under the authority of 4161 of the United States Code, with the avowed purpose to further the conduct of research at THE DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS MEDICAL CENTER, (identified within this document as the VAMC).

2.  The parties to this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) are as follows:  CFBRE: c/o VAMC Research Service (151), 3200 Vine Street, Cincinnati, OH 45220, and the VAMC: 3200 Vine Street, Cincinnati, OH 45220.

3.  The purpose of this MOU is to facilitate research carried out at the Cincinnati VAMC by ensuring that the VAMC is properly reimbursed by CFBRE in a timely manner for all appropriate expenses incurred for Research Services provided.  These expenses may be Bed/Day Costs generated from the use of scatter beds:  Radiological expenses generated as a result of radiological procedures related to research studies; cost or relative value of ancillary services provided by VAMC.

Scatter beds are beds used during inpatient human research studies being carried out in the inpatient facilities at the VAMC and are not related to the use of the inpatient beds on the GCRC (General Clinical Research Center).  Scatter beds are used as an overflow for research activities when there is no inpatient room available in the GCRC.   Research patients using scatter beds will be part of various approved research studies taking place at the Cincinnati VAMC.  The VAMC will be reimbursed by CFBRE for expenses authorized by these approved research studies at the following rates (includes food/meals):   

Cost/day for Medical Center inpatient beds:  $520.00

Cost/day for Medical Center ICU inpatient beds:  $1,988.00

Radiological expenses generated as a result of radiological procedures related to research studies carried out on both VA and non VA research patients.  These patients will be part of various approved research studies taking place at the Cincinnati VAMC in the General Clinical Research Center (GCRC).   The VAMC will be reimbursed by CFBRE  for expenses authorized by these approved research studies at a rate of $125/procedure.

Ancillary services (laboratory, pharmacy and all others) will be reimbursed by CFBRE for expenses authorized by these approved research studies at the following rates:   

Cost or relative value of ancillary services (i.e. lab, Pharmacy, etc.) that are, or become necessary that are outside the original research agreement or beyond the standard of care set by VAMC.  
4.  CFBRE will invoice the research activity as necessary.  Reimbursement will be paid quarterly by CFBRE upon receipt of properly prepared invoices (Bill of Collection) from VAMC.  Such invoices should be mailed to CFBRE at the address appearing in this MOU in paragraph 2.

5.  Changes to this MOU may be made by written modification, and shall be prepared by the VAMC and/or CFBRE, and prior to becoming effective, shall be approved by both parties.

6.  This MOU becomes effective upon signature of the Medical Center Director or his properly appointed representative and will be reviewed yearly and extended or terminated as necessary at that time.

7.  This MOU replaces the MOU for Research Scatter Bed Costs AND the MOU for Radiological Research Costs, both dated January 20, 2005.
