Message from the Director

This is the second Cincinnati VA GCRC Newsletter whose goal is to keep the GCRC current and potential investigators informed of various issues and events that might have an impact on the daily activities of research at the GCRC. The GCRC usage continues to grow in spite of the expected reduction in activity during the months of August through December due to annual vacations and various holidays. 
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Of note is that this year, the month of November contained 5 weekends and 2 holidays, which resulted in only 17 working days. 

Usage of the GCRC is distributed into research funded by federal grants (63%), research funded by industry (35%), and clinical work (2%).

One major temporary change that has impacted the GCRC took place on December 1, 2003. [image: image17.wmf]The VA Cardiac Cath Lab moved into the GCRC space while renovations are being done on their second floor unit. These renovations will probably last 5-9 months – if such projections are ever realistic! Clinical catheterizations will be performed in the GCRC - mainly in the mornings - on Monday through Thursday. The GCRC supports this move as it saves the hospital a lot of money. As we iron out the logistics of such an arrangement, we appreciate the patience, flexibility, and understanding of our investigators.
